JOINT DEFENCE AND
ECONOMIC COOPERATION
TREATY
Between the States of the Arab League

THE ALEXANDRIA PROTOCOL

The Chiefs and members of the Syrian, Trans-Jordanian, Iraqi, Le-
banese and Egyptian Delegations at the preliminary Committee of the
General Arab Conference,

Anxious to strengthen and consolidate the ties which bind all Arab
Countries and to direct them toward the welfare of the Arab World, to
improve its conditions, insure its future, and realize its hopes and aspira-
tions,

and in response to Arab Public opinion in all Arab countries,

have met at ALEXANDRIA FROM SHAWWAL 8, 1363 (Sep-
tember 25, 1944) to shawwal 20, 1363 ,October 7 1944) in the form of
a preliminary Committee of the General Arab Conference, and have
agreed as follows:

1. LEAGUE OF ARAB STATES.

Al league will be formed of the independent Arab State which
consent to join the league. It will have a council which will be known
as the «Council of the League of Arab State» in which all participating
states will be represented on an equal footing.

The object of the league will be to control the execution of the
agreements which the above states conclude; to hold periodic meet-
ings which will strengthen the relations between those states; to coordi-
nate their political plans so as to insure their cooperation, and protect
their independence and sovereignty against every aggression by suitable
means; and to supervise in a general way the affairs and interests of the
Arabh cotmnfries
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The decisions of the Council will be binding on those who have
accepted them except in cases where a disagreement arises between two
member states of the league in which the two parties shall refzr their
dispute to the Couicil for solution. In this case the decision of rhe Co-
uncil of the league will be binding.

L In no case will resort to force to settle a dispute between any two

member states of the league be allowed. But every state shall be free to
conclude with any other member state of the league, or other powers,
special agreements which do not contradict the text or spirit of the pre-
sent dispositions.

In no case will the adoption of a foreign policy which may be pre-
judicial to the policy of the league or an individual member state be
allowed.

The council will intervene in every dispute which may lead to war
between a member state of the league and any other member state or
power, so as o reconcile them,

A subcommittee will be formed of the members of the preliminary
committee to prepare a draft of the statutes of the council of the league
ard to examine the political questions which may be object of agreement
among Arab States. '

2. COOPERATION IN ECONOMIC, CULTURAL, SOCIAL AND
OTHER MATTERS.

A. — The Arab States represented on the Preliminary (Committee
shall closely cooperate in the following matters:

1. Economic and Financial matters, i.e. Commercial cxchange,
customs, currency, agriculture, and industry.

2. Communications, i. e. railways, roads, aviation, naivigation,
posts and telegraphs.

3.  Culural matters.

4. Questions of nationality, passports, visas, execution of judge-
ments, extradition of criminals, etc.

5.  Social questions.
6. Questions of public health.

B. — A subcommittee of experts each of the above subjects will be
formed in which the states which have participated in the p-eliminary
committee will be represented. This subcommittee wil prepare draft re-
ssulations for cooperation in the above matters, describing the extent and
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C. — A committee for coordination and editing will be formed
whose object will be to control the work of the other subcommittees, to
coordinate that part of the work which is accomplished and to prepare
drafts of agreements which will be submitted to the various governments.

D. — When all the subcommittees have accomplished their work
the preliminary committee will meet to examine the work of the sub-
committee as a preliminary step toward the holding of a general Arab
Conference.

3. CONSOLIDATION OF THESE TIES IN THE FUTURE.

While expressing its satisfaction at such a happy step the Committee
hopes that Arab States will be able in the future to consolidate that step
by other steps, especially if postwar, events should result in institutions
which bind various powers more closely together.

4. A SPECIAL RESOLUTION CONCERNING LEBANON.

The Arab States represented on the preliminary Committee empha-
size their respect of the independence and soverneignty of Lebanon in its
present frontiers, which the governmets of the above states have already
recognized in consequence of Lebanon’s adoption of an independent po-
licy, which the Government of that country announced in its prorgam
of October 7 1943, unanimously approved by the Lebanese Chamber of
Deputies.

5. A SPECIAL RESOLUTION CONCERNING PALESTINE.

A. — The Committee is of the opinion that Palestine costitutes an
important part of the Arab World and that the rights of the Arabs in
Palestine cannot be touched without prejudice to peace and stability in
the Arab World.

The Committee also is of the opinion that the pledges binding the
British Government and providing for the cessation of Jewish Immigra-
tion, the preservation of Arab Lands, and the achievement of indepen-
dence for Palestine are permanent Arab right whose prompt implemen-
tation would constitute a step toward the desired goal and toward the
stabilization of peace and security.

The Committee declares its supports of the cause of the Arabs of
Palestine and its willingness to work for the achievement of their legiti-
mate aim and the safeguarding of their just rights.

The Committee also declares that it is second to none in regretting
the woes which have been inflicted upon the jews of Europe by Euro-
pean Dictatorial states. But the question of these jews should not be con-
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than solving the problem of the jews of Europe by another injustice on
the Arabs of Palestine of various religions and denominations.

B. — The special Proposal concerning the participation of the Arab
Governments and peoples in the «Arab National Fund» to safeg.iard the
lands of the Arabs of Palestine shall be referred to the committee of fi-
nancial and economic affairs to examine it from all its angles and to sub-
mit the result of that examination to the preliminary commi:t:e in its
next meeting.

The Secretary-General shall prepare the draft of the budget of the
league and shall submit it to the Council for approval before the begin-
ning of each fiscal year.

The Council of the league may consider any state which fails to fulfill
its obligations under this pact as having become separated from the league,
this to go into effect upon a unanimous decision of the states, not counting
the state concerned.

Article 19

This Pact may be amended with the consent of two-thirds of the
states belonging to the league, expecially in order to make firmer and
stronger the ties' between member states, to create an Arab tribunal of
arbitration and to regulate the relations of the league with any interna-
tional bodies to be created in the future to guarantee security and peace.

Final action on an amendment cannot be taken prior to the session
following the session in which the motion was initiated.

If a state does not accept such an amendment it may withdraw at
such time as the amendment goes into effect without being bound by the
provisions of the preceding article.

Article 20

This Pact and its annexs shall be ratified according to the basic
laws in force among the High Contracting Parties.

The instrements of ratification shall be deposited with the Secre-
tariat-General of the Council and he Pact shall become operative as re-
gards each ratifying state fifteen day after the Secretary-General has
received the instruments of ratication from four states.

This pact has been drawn up in Cairo, in the Arabic language on
this 8th day of Rabi II thirteen hundred and sixty-four (March 22, 1945)
in one copy which shall be deposited in the safe keepinoo of the Secre-
tariat-General.

Since the termination of the last great war the rule of the Ottoman

Empire over the Arab Countries, among them palestine, which had be-
come detached from that Emvpire. has come to an end. She has come to

The Treaty of Lausanne proclaimed that her future was to be set-
tled by the parties concerned.

However, even though she was as yet unable to control her own
affairs, the Convenant of the league (of Nations) in 1919 made piovi-
sion for a regime based upon recognition of her independence.

Her international existence and independence in the legal sznse
cannol, therefore, be questioned, any more than could the independ:nce
of the other Arab couniries.

Although the cutward manifestations of this independence have
remained obscured for reasons beyond her conrol, this should not be
allowed to interfere with her participation in the work of the Council of
the League.

The states signatory to the Pact oft he Arab League are therzfore
of the opinion that, considering the special circumstances of Palcstine
and until that country can effectively exercise its independence, the: Co-
uncil of the League should take charge of the selection of an Areb re-
presentative from Palestine to take part in its work.

2. Annex Regarding Cooperation With Countries Which Are Not
Members of the Council of the League.

. Whereas the member states of the League will have to deal in the
Council as well as in the committees with matters which will benefit and
and affect the Arab World at large;

And whereas the Council has to take into account the aspirations
of the Arab countries which are not members of the Council and has
to work toward their realization;

Nw therefore,, it partocularly behooves the states signatory to the
Pact of the Arab League to enjoin the Countries of the League, when
considering the admission of those countries to participation in the com-
mittees refetred to in the Pact, that it should do its utmost to couperate
with theb, and furthermore, that it should spare no effort to learn their
needs and understand their aspiration and hopes; and that it should
work thenceforth for their interests and the safeguarding of their future
with all the political means at its disposal.

JOINT DEFENCE (1) AND ECONOMIC COOPERATION
TREATY BETWEEN THE STATES OF THE ARAB LEAGUE

In view of the desire of the above-mentioned Governments to con-
solidate relations between the Statese of the Arab League; to maintain
their independence and their mutual heritage; in accordance with the
desire of their peoples, to co-operate for the realization of mutual de-
fence and the maintenance of security and peace according to the prin-
ciples of both the Arab League Pact and the United Nations Charter,
together with the aims of the said Pacts; and to consolidate stability and
security and provide means of welfare nad development in the countries.

The following government delegates of . . . ., having been duly
accredited and fully authorized by their respective governments, approve
the following:

Article 1

The Contracting States, in an effort to maintain and stabilize peace
and security hereby confirm their desire to settle their international dis-
putes by peaceful means, whether such disputes concern relations among
themeselves or with other Powers.

Article 2

The Contracting States consider any (act of) armed aggression made
against any one orm ore of them or their armed forces, to be directed
against them all. Therefore, in accordance with the nght of seli-defense,
individually and collectively, they undertake to go withuot delay to the
aid of the State or States against which such an act aggression is made,
and immediately to take, individually and collectively, all steps available,
including the use of armed force, to repel he aggression and restore se-
curity and peace. In conformity with Article 6 of the Arab League Pact
and Article 51 of the United Nations Charter, the Arab League Council
and U.N. Security Council shall be notified of such act of aggression and
the means and procedure taken to check it.

A Permanent Military Commission composed of represenaties of
the General Staffs of the armies of the Contracting States shall be formed
to draw up plans of joint defence and their implementation. The duties
of the Permanent Military Commission which are set forth in an /Annex
attached to this Treaty, include the drafting of necessary reports cn the
method of cooperation and participation mentioned in Article 4. The
Permanent Military Commission shall submit to the Joint Defence (Coun-
cil, provided hereunder in Article 6, reports dealing with questions
within its province.

Article 6

A TJoint Defence Council under the supervision of the Arab League
Council shall be formed to deal with all matters concerning the imple-
mentation of the provisions of Articles 2, 3, 4 and 5 of this Treaty. It
shall be assisted in the performance of its task by the Permanent Military
Commission referred to in Article 5. The Joint Defence Council shall

consist of the Foreign Ministers and the Defence Ministers of the Con-
tracting States or their representatives.

The Contracting States, in order to fulfill the aims of this Tre:ty,
and to bring about security and prosperity in the Arab countries, anc in
an effort to raise the standard of living in them undertaken to cooperate
in the development of their economies andt he exploitation of their na-
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tural resources; to facilitate the exchange of their respective agricultural
and industrial products; and generally to organize and coordinate their
economic activities and to conclude the necessary inter-Arab agreements
to realize such aims.

Article 8

An Economic Council consisting of the Ministers in charge of eco-
nomic affairs, or their representatives if necessary, shall be formed by
the Contracting States to submit recommendations for the realization of
all such aims as are set forth in the previous arficle. The Council may,
in the performance of its duties, seek the cooperation of the Committee
for financial and Economic Affaits referred to in Article 4 of the League
Pact.

Article 9

The Annex to this Treaty shall be considered an integral and indi-
vidual part of it.

Article 10

The Contracting States undertake to conclude no international agree-
ments which may be contradictory to the provisions of this Treaty, nor
to aftc, in theit international relations, in a way which may be contrary
t¢ the aims of this TREATY.

Article 11

No provision of this Treaty shall in any way affect, or is intended
to affect, any of the rights or obligations developing upon the Contract-
ing States from the United Nationas Charter or the responsibilities borne
by the United Nations Security Council for the maintanance of interna-
tional peace and security.

Article 12

After a lapse of 10 years from the date of the ratification of this
Treaty, any one of the Contracting States may withdraw from it, provi-
ding 12 months notice is previously given to the Secretariat-General of
the Arab League. The Secretariat-General of the league shall inform the
other Contracting States of such notice.

Article 13

This Treaty shall be ratified by each Contracting State according to ‘
the constitutional procedure of its own government. The Treaty shall e
come into force for the ratifying States 15 days after the receipt by the
Secvetariat-General of the instruments of ratification from at least four P
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States. Tais Treaty is drafted in Arabic in Cairo on April 13, 1950. One
signed copy shall be deposited with the Secretariat-General of the Arub
League; equally authentic copies shall be transmitted to each of the
Contracting States.
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MILITARY ANNEX

1. The Permanent Military Commission provided for in Article 5
of the Joint Defence and Economic Cooperation Treaty between “he
States of the Arab League, shall undertake the following:

(a) in cooperation with the Joint Defence Council, to prepare plans
to deal with all anticipated dangers or armed aggression that
may be launched against one or more of the Contracting States
or their armed forces, such plans to be based on the principles
determined by the Joint Defence Council;

(b) to submit proposals for the organization of the forces of the
Contracting States, stipulating the minimum force for each in
accordance with military exigencies and the potentialities of
each State;

(¢) to submit proposals for increasing the effectiveness of the for-
ces of the Contracting States in so far as their equipment, orga-
nization, and training are concerned; so that they may keep
peace with modern military methods and development; and for
the unification and coordination of all such forces;

(d) to submit proposals for the exploitation of natural, agricul urai,
industrial, and other resources of all Contracting Statees :n fa-
vour of the inter-Arab military effort and joint defense;

) to organize the exchange of training missions between the Con-
tracting States for the preparation of planes, participation in
military exercises and manoeuvers and the study of their re-
sults, recommendations for he improvement of methods to en-
sure close cooperation in the field, and for the general impro-
ment of the forces of all the Contracting States;

(f) to prepare the necessary data on the resources and militery po-
tentialities of each of the Contracting Statess and the par: to be
played by the forces of ecah in the joint military effort;

(g) to discuss the facilities and various coniributions which each of
the Contracting States, in conformity with the provisicns of
this Treaty, might be asked to provide, during a state of war,
on behalf of the armies of such hoter Contracting States as
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2. The Permanent Military Commission may form from among or
permanent subcommittees from among its own members todeal with any
of the matters falling within its jurisdiction. It may also seek the advice
of any experts whose views on certain questions are deemed necessary.

3. The Permanent Military Commission shall submit detailed re-
ports on the results of its activities and studies to the Joint Defense Co-
uncil provided for in Article 6 of this Treaty, as well as an annual report
giving full particulars of its work and studies during the year.

4. The Permanent Military Commission shall establish its head-
quarters in Cairo but may hold meetings in any other place the Commis-
sion may specify. The Commission shall elect its Chairman for two years;
he may be reelected. Candidates for the Chairmanship shall hold at least
the rank of a high commanding officer. Each member of the Commission
must have as his original nationality that of the Contracting State he re-
presents.

5. In the event of war, the supreme command of the joint forces
shall be entrusted to the Contracting State possessing the largest military
force taking actual part in field operations, unless, by unanimous agree-
ment, the Commander-in-Chief is selected otherwise. The Commander-in-
Chief shall be assisted in directing military operations by a Joint Staff.

ANNEX TO TREATY OF JOINT DEFENSE AND ECONOMIC
CO-OPERATION BETWEEN THE STATES OF THE ARAB LEAGUE

The States parties to the Treaty of Joint Defense and Economic
cooperation, being convinced of the advantages certain to acctue by en-
larging the scope of cooperation in the field of economic activities within
the Arab countries, in relations of the purposes provided for in article
seven of the said treaty, as well as the objectives envisaged by the reso-
lution of the Economic Council No. 116 dated 14-1-59 during its fifth
ordinary session.

And in compliance with the provisions of the Arab League Charter;
have hereby come to an agreement upon the following provisions which
have been decided by the Council of the League of Arab States on
26-3-1959 during its 31st ordinary Session.

Article 1

Member States of the League may accede to the membership of the
economic council referred to by article 8 of the Joint Defence and Eco-
nomic Cooperation Treaty, by sending a notice for this purpose of the
Qecretarv-(Feneral of the Teactie who shall forurard cnea~ +- B o
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Article 2

The Economic Council may decide to accept the membership of
any other Arab country. Applications for membership shall be adc ressed
to the Secretary-General of the League for submission to the Council.

Article 3

Membership to the Economic Council attained in accordanc: with
the provisions of this annex to the treaty skéitnot subject either cirectly
or indirectly such member to the"under¥akings or obligations per:aining
to the Council of Joint Defence organs or the commiitees connected
therawith.

Article 4

The Economic Council shall decide the share payable in contribu-
ion towards the financial obligations by the Arab countries not members
of the League, when such states are admitted as members of the Econo-
mic Council.

Article 5

The provisions embodied in this annex, shall be considered ¢n inte-
gral part to the treaty of the Joint Defence and Economic Cooperation
between states of the Arab League.

Article 6

This annex shall be ratified in accordance with the constitutional
process of the respective states sighatory thereto. The instruments of ra-
tification shall be deposited with the Secretariat-General of the League

adn shall come into force after the lapse of 15 days from the deposition

of the instrument of ratification by a fourth state.

This annex was drawn up in Arabic in Cairo on 17 Ramadan 1378
(26 March 1959) in one copy to be kep with the Secretariat-Gereral of
the League of Arab States. A true certified copy of the original shall be
delivered to each of the contracting states to this agreement.
